6. Any equipment funded is to become the property of the educational institution.
7. Applications for this support will be accepted at any time; but applications must allow up to three months for the Fund to make a decision once a fully completed application form is received.
8. The decision of the Fund's Trustees is final and there is no appeal process against the decision.
